Placer County Launches New Wage Subsidy Program to Help Small Business

The Placer County Health and Human Services Department has launched a new subsidized wage program to assist local small businesses with hiring qualified individuals.  The Get HIRED Program will provide a reimbursement up to $800 per month, for 6 months when employers hire individuals participating in the county’s Employment Services Program.  Non-profit, public and private sector employers may participate in the program as long as they have not experienced layoffs in the past 120 days.  The program is slated to run through June 30, 2012.
[bookmark: _GoBack]To ensure the best match for the job, candidates may first volunteer at a business for 30 days, during which the state covers the Worker’s Compensation Insurance.   This trial period provides the individual with valuable work experience while saving the business training costs.  Individuals hired after the 30 day trial period are paid the same wages and benefits as other employees within the company.
